ing, performing and critiquing a short skit or scene adapted from an opera or musical.

Pre-Workshop Requirements
Optional classroom activity: Ask students what familiar forms of storytelling, such as

books, movies, musicals and television all have in common.  How are they different from
one another? How does each form let the audience in on what the characters are thinking

and feeling?  What makes the students’ favorite characters and stories interesting and 
memorable?  Tell the students that opera is also a form of storytelling.
